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3. Location and Connectivity

Solapur is well connected by neighboring majoresitin Maharashtra as well as Andhra
Pradesh and Karnataka. The city is connected wititeRhrough national highway number 9
(NH-9) which also passes through Hyderabad.

The city lies centrally in the basin of river Bhiraad the watershed of river Adila (a tributary
of river Sina). The city is rested on hard rock auts as a gateway to Bhima and Krishna
Basin. Solapur district is surrounded by Ahmednaiystrict in North, Osmanabad and Andra
Pradesh in the east, Sangli and Karnataka to thth smd Satara and Pune district to the
west. It is located at 17°.10and 18°.32' north-latitude and 74°.42 and 76°.15 east
longitude. It has an average elevation of 457 rsetbove mean sea level.

Solapur is well connected by roadways and railwayall major cities in Maharashtra and

neighboring states. The city is connected with l&taka by four National Highways —9 via

Pune and Vijayvada. NH-13 to Mangalore; NH 211 twle and NH 204 to Ratnagiri and

Nagpur. It is also connected with important citiesMaharashtra such as Nagpur, Sangli,
Kolhapur, Nanded etc. Busses from Maharashtra andh/ Pradesh state transport
corporation operate from the Solapur bus stand.

5. Physical Setting

5.1 History and Regional Importance

The word Solapur is said to have been derived fwoord “Sola” meaning sixteen and “Pur”

meaning villages. The city is formed with a congération of sixteen villages. The second
theory is that Solapur is not derived from sixtedlages but has a different history. The theory
is that the town was called Sonnalage in the ipfions of Shivayogi Shri Shankaracharya. This
eventually came to be pronounced as Sonnalagi.t&anwith time with changes in the ruling

dynasties the name changed and it came to be cadleSandalpur during Mughal rule and
eventually Solapur which was pronounced by BriashSholapur. In the nineteenth century, the
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city was a part of Ahmednagar district. In 193@ ity enjoyed freedom for three days when
the British rule was overthrown in Solapur by tbedls. After independence in 1956, the city
was a part of State of Bombay. In 1960, it becamenalependent district in the state of
Maharashtra.

Solapur is the major regional center in the distfiiem the perspective of the trade, commerce
and availability of the health and education ininasture. Apart from being the major center for
trade,

Solapur is a head quarter for the district admiaigin housing all district level offices. The city
also houses weekly markets as well as it is théecdar the district level Agriculture Produce
market for trading activities.

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Topography and Geology

1. Topography

The district gazetteer of Solapur, 1984 has reddtte topography of the city of Solapur. As per
the gazetteer the city lies about 457 m above sz bn the water shed of the River Adila, a
feeder of the River Sina which it joins at Nandboat eight miles to the south-west of the city.
The city stands in the center of a large plain, rikarest hill called Daval Malik being eight

miles to the east, while on the north at a distasfdsvelve miles rises Savar-gaon Dongar and
about ten miles further north-west is the Ekrukktaor as it is generally called the Hipparga
lake, and to the north, about half a mile on thg§apur road, is the old Sholapur water-works
engine house and about 500 yards further norththenSelgi stream from east to west.

The rock on which the city is built is a hamthurum almost approaching trap. Except to the
north and the east where there is some rich cattdn the rock in places near the surface is
barely covered by soil. In the rains the surrougdiaf the city are green and pleasant whereas at
other times the city gives bare and uninterestppearance.

a. Geology

Black cotton soil is found abundantly in the regidhe depth of soil in different areas in the
city varies from 7.5 cm to more than 90 cm. Itssirmated that around 10% of the area has the
shallow soil with the depth of 7.5 cm. No minerafseconomic importance are found in the
city. But, the city is rich with minerals which caet as building materials. The flood plain of
Bhima river is rich with minerals which support gt of cash crops such as sugar cane and
cotton. This has acted as an initial boost for eaonof Solapur.
